Unless otherwise noted, the following clarifications and recommendations for change are effective for the 
2024-2025 season, scheduled to begin August 1, 2024. 

 

1. GENERAL / MEET INFORMATION - Recommendation to update the Women’s Program Rules & Policies (R&P) and add 
to the DEV Code of Points (DEV COP): Any situation regarding additional warm-up time due to a delay of 
competition on the field of play (i.e. equipment failure, athlete injury, unforeseen circumstances, etc.); the Meet 
Director, in conjunction with the Meet Referee, will assess the situation to make an appropriate call regarding 
additional warm-up time.

13. BARS - Recommendation to raise the value of #6.301 - Stalder forward, also with ½ turn in handstand phase (“C”) to 
#6.401 (“D”). Additionally, raise the value of #6.401 - Stalder forward with 1/1 turn in handstand phase (“D”) to #6.501 (“E”).

14. BARS - Recommendation to raise the value of #8.301 variation - Underswing (toe-on or clear) to salto forward piked 
with ½ (180°) twist to #8.401 (“D”): Additionally raise the value of #8.401 variation - Underswing (toe-on or clear) to 
salto forward piked with 1/1 (360°) twist to #8.501 (“E”).

17. BARS, BEAM, and FLOOR (LEVEL 8 & 9) - Recommendation to update the DEV COP: If 2 different restricted elements 
are performed in the same routine, regardless of whether either element receives VP credit or not (due to spot, 
failure to land on feet, not touching the hands on a release element, etc.), the gymnast will receive a 0.50 deduction 
for performing a 2nd restricted element.

18. BEAM (Level 5) - Recommendation to adopt the following deductions for the Level 5 Balance Beam  
option 2f. Round-off (0.60).

● Failure to show flight from hands to feet   0.30 

(i.e. hands and feet on beam at the same time)

22. BEAM (LEVEL 10) - Recommendation to update the DEV COP: Regardless of whether or not an Acro series is awarded 
during a routine, if 1 “D/E” Acro element and 2 “C” salto or better Acro elements are performed, no compositional 
deduction will be taken for Choice of Beam Acro elements not up to the Competitive Level.

23. BEAM, FLOOR - Recommendation to update the DEV Code of Points: All variations of root Acro skills will be 
awarded an “A” Value Part, regardless of entrance, exit, or final position.

24. BEAM, FLOOR- Recommendation to remove references to the up to 0.20 deduction for insufficient leg separation for 
Leaps / Jumps that achieve less than 135° split, and update with “apply appropriate deductions to the applicable VP 
performed”.

25. FLOOR (LEVELS 8-10) - Recommendation to modify the Floor Acro (Salto) Elements not up to the Competitive level 
with the following chart. Formulas are based on 4 Acro (Saltos) within a routine; regardless of Direct/Indirect 
connections or whether the Saltos are isolated or within an Acro pass. There will be an additional 0.05 deduction for 
each Salto missing from the formula. Saltos may be performed in any order.

26. FLOOR - Recommendation to update the DEV COP: A standing salto forward, sideward, or backward salto does not 
meet the definition of an Acro pass but may be used to fulfill the compositional requirement of saltos performed in 
two different directions.

27. FLOOR (LEVELS 8-10) – Recommendation to update the DEV COP: If an athlete performs a 3 Acro pass routine and 
fulfills the formula of Up to Level (UTL) Acro for a two-pass routine, apply the 2-pass formula to the benefit of the 
athlete. The UTL for 2 Acro passes may be fulfilled regardless of order performed.

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DISCUSSION - The committee discussed the following topics; NO ACTION WAS TAKEN: 
1. VAULT, BARS, BEAM – Potential deduction for not holding (showing control) on the UB & BB dismount / VT landing 

2. VAULT - Potentially allowing only one (1) Vault for Levels 1-3 – no action taken. 
3. BARS - Level 9: Consider giving the overshoot a “C” (like with Level 10) to earn + 0.20 in CV for C+C. 
4. BEAM - From stand at end of beam-jump ¼ turn to chest stand, exit position optional. Evaluated as a variation of 

beam mount #1.108 with no designation as a sideward Acro element. 
5. FLOOR - Potentially raising the value of #1.305 - switch-side leap with a ½ turn (“C”) to #1.305 (“D”) 

6. FLOOR - Proper application of FX Artistry on all routines 

7. Potential implications of notating an IES (Individual Event Specialist) on the rotation sheet. 
8. Consider adding applicable execution deductions to be taken after a video review confirms the judging panel 

missed an element in the routine. 
9. Publish a bi-monthly Q & A of questions that come up during the season. 
10. Consider that heat sheets be required only at State meets and above. 

CLARIFICATIONS – Explaining with more details to make easier to understand, no vote required:  
1. Apparatus Specifications chapter of the R&P – FLOOR (maximum number of mats on floor at a time): ADD - An 

athlete may NOT utilize the 2 mats end to end on any one tumbling pass, i.e. punch off one mat to land on 
another. If using a sting mat in addition to the 2 supplemental mats, the sting mat must be under or on top of 
the 4” throw mat or 8” skill cushion. 

2. General Meet Information chapter of the R&P - Program Format Reference Charts (maximum number of 
competitors per session): ADD - If a competition runs 2 events at a time, the number of competitors per session 
is half of the maximum allowable competitors for that level or division. 

3. VAULT Addressing the possible factors in the lack of separation between the Layout vs Full Twisting Layout Vaults 
at Level 10. It is noted that an up to 0.30 deduction for insufficient stretch may be applied in the 2nd Flight phase 
AND an up to 0.30 deduction may be taken for Failure to maintain stretched body position (pike down of 
stretched vaults to facilitate landing) if these faults occur. 

4. Balance Beam Elements in DEV COP: ADD - variation to Balance Beam element #8.401 -Salto forward tucked, 
take-off from one leg to stand ADD also with ¼ turn
